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The tumbling value of the pound against a 

strengthening Dollar has had a very 

immediate effect on the price of car hire in 

Florida and the rest of the U.S.  Whilst the 

cost of fuel cut bottom lines for providers 

this summer and started the thought 

processes running, it was the falling pound 

which concentrated the mind completely 

and has forced a huge increase in basic 

car costs which has all but wiped out the 

pound by pound reductions that we have 

seen over the last 3 years.  The hikes are 

a combination of the providers needing to 

increase the rate charged for their cars to 

cover increased costs such as fuel and 

insurance; and UK suppliers needing to 

increase the Sterling rate to counteract 

the Dollar rate they pay providers. 

Unfortunately, rates for all 4 main 

companies increased with only a couple of 

days notice, and this did not allow us to 

give a warning to anyone other than those 

we were immediately dealing with.  Dollar 

and Thrifty led the charge, prices were 

increased on the 1st October just days 

after we went to press, Alamo waited a 

couple of weeks, at one point we thought 

the rates might last until the end of the 

year, but when Sterling lost another 7 

cents against the Dollar, the rates came in 

almost overnight!  Likewise Budget, 

initially a heads up for the end of the year, 

but once it was clear that the others had 

gone up, Budget saw no reason to hang 

about and put the prices up in short shift.  

On a smaller scale I was also forced to 

increase U -Save rates for the same reason 

of the falling pound.  

The new rates have completely re -written 

the face of car hire in Florida, and 

significantly increased the costs of 

vacationing there.  If flight prices also 

increase as many predict, a Florida holiday  

could come to be seen more as that ótrip 

of a lifetimeô rather than a regular 

destination -  almost as cheap as Europe as 

it had become.

How will the new President affect tourism 

in Florida?  Both Senators McCain and 

Obama support increasing the number of 

countries that can travel to the US without 

visas.  Obama wants to include countries 

that "have demonstrated a willingness to 

cooperate with the US in achieving 

counterterrorism goals".  McCain wants to 

ensure any countries meet "minimum 

requirements for security and returning 

home after their stay". They both support 

issuing more H -2B visas for temporary 

international workers, relied upon by 

many tourism businesses during peak 

times.   

On the minimum wage Obama wants an 

increase to $9.50 per hour within 3 years, 

linked to inflation.  McCain has so far 

voted against any efforts to raise the 

minimum wage, and opposes linking it to 

inflation.  Florida's minimum wage is 

linked to inflation and will be $7.21 per 

hour on Jan 1 2009.  The tourism industry 

is practically run on minimum wage jobs.  

McCain does not support a move in 

Congress to make it easier to form 

workplace Unions.  The Employee Free 

Choice Act could result in hundreds of 

thousands of tourism employees becoming 

unionised, currently around 30,000 

workers in Central Florida belong to 

unions.  Obama supports the Act, voted 

for it last year when it failed by 9 votes, 

and has said that as (Continued on page 8)

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Tourism leaders in Central Florida are predicting another six months at least of 

depressed tourism numbers in the region.  The higher gas prices (for the domestic 

market) and Wall Street turmoil are expected to impact potential domestic 

vacationers and conventioneers.  August occupancy in Orlando area hotels dropped 

by 1.2% over the previous year, and September was expected to be worse.  The 

forecast by the Orlando/Orange County Convention Bureau research dept, this 

spring for international visitation -  particularly UK, showed a 2.5% increase in 2008 

and a further 2.2% increase in 2009.  However, the Washington -  based Travel 

Industry Association predicts that international tourism (including Canada and 

Mexico) to the U.S. will fall off by 1.6% in 2009 due to the global recession. 

Overseas traffic (excluding Canada and Mexico) will fall by 3% at a time when the

Following on from the passage of the Virginia 

Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act (see July 

2008 issue) which commences on December 19 

2008, we wrote to the Florida Swimming Pool 

Association to check the implications (if any) for Villa 

Owners.  We received this reply:  

If I understand you correct, this is a privately owned 

pool attached to a privately owned villa, that I'm 

assuming is rented to a single family.  

You can read the definition of public pools under the 

Federal Act by going to our FSPA website: http://

floridapoolpro.com/industry/news/Industry%

20articles/poolspasafetyact.pdf  

From my understanding of the Act and the facts you 

have told me, your pool is not a public pool and 

therefore does not need to meet the new drain cover 

requirements per the Act.  However, for safety 

reasons FSPA would still urge replacement with one 

of the new 2007 ASTM approved covers.  I would 

also urge you to hire a pool professional to come out 

and inspect the pool, making sure it meets all safety 

requirements, especially since you are renting out 

the villa.  

In addition, if you ever were to replace your drain 

cover after Dec 19, per the federal act, you will only 

be able to buy and install the new 2007 ASTM cover, 

as they will be the only ones on the market as of 

Dec 19.  

One last thing to point out is that the federal act 

does include a residential grant program for states 

to adopt if they so choose.  

Currently, Florida does not require retro - fitting of 

existing residential pools; however, due to this 

federal act and the increased understanding of how 

to prevent suction entrapment in swimming pools, it 

could be possible in the near future that Florida 

would require retro - fitting of residential pools.  This 

would include the drain cover, but also include other 

aspects.  For example, if you currently have a single 

drain pool instead of a dual drain or drainless pool, 

there are devices one can add to a single drain pool 

In Florida, 48 local and state 

governments will receive U.S. 

Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (HUD) funding 

earmarked for foreclosure relief under 

the Neighborhood Stabilization 

Program. The program, authorized 

July 30, 2008, provides governments 

with a source of funding to respond to 

rising foreclosures and declining 

property values.  

Florida was allocated $541 million, 

which includes $91,141,478 awarded 

to the Department of Community 

Affairs, under the stateôs Community 

Development Block Grant program, 

and approximately $450 million 

allocated directly to 48 local 

governments.  

Eligible uses for the funds include:  

Å Buying foreclosed homes 

Å Buying land and property 

Å Demolishing or rehabilitating 

abandoned properties  

Å Offering down payment and closing 

cost assistance to low -  to moderate -

income homebuyers  

Å Creating ñland banksò to assemble, 

temporarily manage, and dispose of 

vacant land for the purpose of 

stabilizing neighbourhoods and 

encouraging re -use or redevelopment 

of property  

that provides additional safety.

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We receive a weekly release from 

the Department of Business and 

Professional Regulation (DBPR) 

which actually contained useful 

information this month that we 

share with you now.   

According to Florida Statute 713, 

Part 1, those who work on your 

property or provide materials, and 

are not paid - in - full, have a right to 

enforce their claim for payment 

against your property. This claim 

is known as a construction lien.  

If your contractor fails to pay sub-

contractors or material suppliers, 

the people who are owed money 

may look to your property for pay-

ment, even if you have paid 

your contractor in full . 

This means that if a lien is filed 

against your property, your 

property could be sold against 

your will to pay for labour, ma-

terials, or other services which 

your contractor may have 

failed to pay.  

Protecting Yourself  

If you hire a contractor and the 

improvements cost more than 

$2,500, you should know the fol-

lowing:  

Å You may be liable if you pay 

your contractor and he then fails 

to pay his suppliers or contractors. 

There is a way to protect yourself. 

A Release of Lien is a written 

statement that removes your 

property from the threat of lien. 

Before you make any payment, be 

sure you receive this waiver from 

suppliers and subcontractors cov-

ering the materials used and work 

performed on your property.  

Å Request from the contractor, via 

certified or registered mail, a list 

of all subcontractors and suppliers 

who have a contract with the con-

tractor to provide services or ma-

terials to your property.  

Å If your contract calls for partial 

payments before the work is com-

pleted, get a Partial Release of 

Lien covering all workers and ma-

terials used to that point.  

Å Before you make the last pay-

ment to your contractor, obtain an 

affidavit from your contractor that 

specifies all unpaid parties who 

performed labour, services or pro-

vided services or materials to your 

property. Make sure that your 

contractor provides you with final 

releases from these parties before 

you make the final payment.  

Å Always file a Notice of Com-

mencement before beginning a 

home construction or remodelling 

project. The local authority that 

issues building permits is required 

to provide this form. You must 

record the form with the Clerk of 

the Circuit Court in the county 

where the property being im-

proved is located. Also post a cer-

tified copy at the job site. (In lieu 

of a certified copy, you may post 

an affidavit stating that a Notice of 

Commencement has been re-

corded. Attach a copy of the No-

tice of Commencement to the affi-

davit.)  

Å In addition, the building depart-

ment is prohibited from perform-

ing the first inspection if the No-

tice of Commencement is not also

You can also supply a notarized 

statement that the Notice has 

been filed, with a copy attached.  

The Notice of Commencement 

notes the intent to begin improve-

ments, the location of the prop-

erty, description of the work and 

the amount of bond (if any). It 

also identifies the property owner, 

contractor, surety, lender and 

other pertinent information. Fail-

ure to record a Notice of Com-

mencement or incorrect informa-

tion on the Notice could contribute 

to your having to pay twice for the 

same work or materials.  

Whose Responsibility is it To 

Get These Releases?  

You can stipulate in the agree-

ment with your contractor that he 

must provide all releases of lien. If 

it is not a part of the contract, 

however, or you act as your own 

contractor, YOU must get the re-

leases.  

If you borrow money to pay for 

the improvements and the lender 

pays the contractor(s) directly 

without obtaining releases, the 

lending institution may be respon-

sible to you for any loss.  

What Can Happen If I Don't 

Get Releases Of Lien?  

You will not be able to sell your 

property unless all outstanding 

liens are paid. Sometimes a land-

owner can even be forced to sell 

his property to satisfy a lien.  

Always require a release of 

lien from anyone who does  

work on your home.

Winter Garden is an historic little 

city with a vibrant centre and 

peaceful parks.   

This citrus industry community 

was built around the railroad, but 

repeated bad winters during the 

1970ôs and 1980ôs together with 

the opening of Walt Disney World 

just down the road changed the 

dynamics in the city.

in Florida, but 50 years of 

pollution from farming, the citrus 

industry and lakeside communities 

caused the lake to turn pea green 

and cut off oxygen in the water 

essential for the wildlife.  In 1985 

an Act was passed to restore Lake 

Apopka.  This work continues, but 

when we visited the success of the 

restoration could be seen in the 

abundant wildlife we witnessed.  

In our short visit we saw turtles, a 

young alligator, osprey and bald 

eagles fighting over a catch (the 

eagle won), blue heron, bitterns, 

moorhens and various fish.   

An original pier  juts out over the 

lake, and walkways encourage 

exploration.  There is a play park 

area suitable for younger children, 

picnic tables and gazebos.  A 

couple of halls available for hire 

overlook the immaculately 

maintained park, and restrooms 

are also close by.  We spent an 

enjoyable hour here nature 

spotting before heading down to 

main street for those refreshing 

cream sodas.

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Sarasota County has changed its 

coastal setback code to virtually 

ban new construction of sea walls, 

and to toughen the rules for home-

owners wishing to build swimming 

pools or rebuild their homes.

The 7 as-

tronauts each had a capsule 

which they named, and each 

included the number 7 in the 

name to denote the fact that 

they were a team.  

Alan Shepherd flew the first 

capsule, named Freedom 7 , 

on May 5, 1961.  He launched 

from complex 5 on a Redstone 

rocket, reaching an altitude of 

116 miles, splashing down 

304 miles into the Atlantic.  

His flight lasted around 15 

minutes.  

John Glenn became the first 

American to orbit the earth in 

the third Mercury flight on 

February 20 1962.  His 

Friendship 7 capsule circled 

the earth 3 times before 

splashing down 800 miles 

southeast of Bermuda after a 

5 hour flight.

aeronautical and space re-

search.  Two months later on 

Oct 1st, the first NASA per-

sonnel reported to work.   

In 1962, NASA broke away 

from the Launch Operations 

Directorate in Huntsville and 

designated Merritt Island 

Launch Area an independent 

field installation in Cape Ca-

naveral, which became the 

Kennedy Space Center in 

1963.  

Just 6 days after the birth of 

NASA the first human space 

flight project was begun.  Pro-

ject Mercuryôs manned space 

flights took place from May 

1961 to May 1963, and all 6 

flights launched from Cape 

Canaveral.   

The  7 men to be chosen to go 

into space where revealed at a 

press conference in April 

1959.  The men were dubbed 

Astronauts , a cross between 

aeronauts , as ballooning pio-

neers were called, and Argo-

nauts , the legendary Greeks 

in search of the Golden 

Fleece.  

The first U.S. spaceship was a 

cone -shaped, one man cap-

sule.  The blunt end was cov-

ered with a heat shield to pro-

tect it against the 3,000 de-

gree heat of re -entry to 

earthôs atmosphere.  Para-

chutes were deployed to slow 

the capsule before it splashed 

down in the Ocean allowing 

recovery of the capsule and 

Since its inception 50 years 

ago, NASAôs scientific and 

technological excellence has 

helped power the nation into 

the 21st century, shaping and 

improving life.  Before NASA 

could stamp a permanent 

presence in history, the Na-

tional Advisory Committee for 

Aeronautics, or NACA con-

ducted the aeronautical re-

search.  In response to the 

advancing European aeronau-

tical programs in 1915, Presi-

dent Woodrow Wilson created 

NACA to gain back the U.S. 

lead.  Its first centre, now 

known as NASAôs Langley Re-

search  Center in Hampton 

VA,  was the first government 

facility to coordinate aeronau-

tical research in the civil and 

military sectors.  

NACAôs peace-orientated op-

erations and significant contri-

butions to aeronautics, 

throughout its 43 -year his-

tory, led Congress to organise 

a national program in space 

science formed around NACA.  

On April 2 1958, the bill for 

establishing a National Aero-

nautics and Space Agency was 

submitted.  It reinforced the 

belief that space should only 

be used for peaceful purposes 

and stated that NACA would 

be absorbed into the new 

agency.  On July 29 President 

Eisenhower signed into law 

the National Aeronautics and 

Space Act of 1958, establish-

ing a broad charter for civilian

Have you ever thought that walking 

around the theme parks in hot humid 

weather is a fine torture?  Well put Dubai 

on your list for future destinations.  The 

Universal Theme Park planned to open in 

Dubai will be mostly ñunder roof and air 

conditionedò.  A must really when daily 

temperatures exceed 100°!  

The imagination was sparked by a recent 

story of an armed man who emerged from 

the restroom on a Mears bus brandishing a 

gun and demanding to be taken to 

Downtown Disney.  The driver obliged and 

the man calmly got off the bus and 

disappeared into the throng.  But if he 

couldnôt afford to pay for the bus, what was 

he going to buy?  Or perhaps he was a ócast 

memberô whose car had broken down?  

Police failed to track the man down despite 

a detailed description from the bus driver.  

SeaWorld welcomed UK diving teen 

sensation Tom Daley during October.  He 

wowed guests in a special performance of 

his Olympic dives prior to SeaWorld's Blue 

Horizons show, followed by an up -close 

encounter with Shamu, the killer whale. 

He spent the remainder of his time 

swimming with dolphins at Discovery 

Cove, testing the waterslides at Aquatica 

and challenging roller coasters at Busch 

Gardens in Tampa.  
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 The Coral Reef Restaurant  
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The Coral Reef restaurant is located alongside The Seas exhibit in Disneyôs EPCOT.  Unsurprisingly, the menu 

focus is on fish, although there are a few land based offerings available.  With blue mosaic tiled walls, and curves 

instead of straight lines, the whole feel is rather like being in an underwater cavern.  

The restaurant itself has one focus wall which is also the side of the coral reef aquarium; the tables are all 

arranged in levels ï stadium style so that every table has a good view of the fish.  A helpful guide to the fish is 

provided along with the menus so that diners can indulge in fish spotting rather than conversation!  

Our server was David from Cincinnati and he was very helpful, in fact we felt he was a one man master class in 

óservingô.  Catch of the day was Black Grouper, pan seared with wild mushroom and scallop risotto, with a celery 

root nage, finished with truffle oil ($26.99).  This moist white fish was beautifully presented atop the risotto with 

wild mushrooms completing the layers.  All the flavours, whilst delicate, were identifiable and worked together as 

an artistôs palette.  The only complaint with this dish was that Tim could have eaten it again! 

I chose the Grilled Mahi Mahi, topped with spiced pineapple chutney, over cashew - jasmine rice, and finished with 

coconut rum beurre blanc ($25.99).  On the menu this dish was paired with a wine recommendation of Chalk Hill 

Imagine Chardonnay, Sonoma County, which at $12.50 turned out to be priced by the glass, so David 

recommended an organic Californian Chardonnay produced by a pair of ñsixties hippiesò at $9.00 per glass.  He 

even brought the bottle out to show me the label which is produced from hemp and feels just like paper.  The 

Mahi Mahi was moist, delicate and snowy white, the spiced chutney married well with the slight nutty flavour 

provided by the cashew nuts.  The dish was beautifully balanced and it looked slightly more substantial than the 

Grouper ï I found it plenty big enough!  

For dessert we had a toffee crème 

Brulee which was pronounced ñdivineò, 

and a mango sorbet over fresh fruit 

which was truly smooth, with none of 

the slight aftertaste that mango can 

provide.  

This is a very popular restaurant that 

books out weeks ahead, so to get a 

reservation that will allow you to be 

finished before the ñIlluminationsò can 

take a bit of forward planning.  If you 

have a special occasion coming up you 

could even try to book one of the divers 

to hold up a message inside the 

aquarium ï but that really will require 

planning!  

Reservations can be made from 180 

days ahead at 1 -800 -WDW-Dine.
