Decemberôs UK retail sales figures 

helped the pound, this month.  Sales 

rose by 0.6% in December and 2.6% for 

the year.  In the first month of 2012, 

Sterling has seen volatility against the 

other major currencies.  Although the 

pound has recovered from its low of 

1.5308 to the US dollar on January 17 th , 

with a high for the month of 1.5630 on 

January 5 th , we are still far below last 

years numbers.  With speculation of 

spending cutbacks from the Bank of 

England this week, it appears we may 

see little change in the overall down-

ward path of Sterling.  The US dollar 

appears to be returning to its safe ha-

ven status and the Euro remains in a 

state of unrest.  With 8 countries in the 

Euro zone being downgraded by Stan-

dard and Poor last week, it would ap-

pear strong bond sales and a resolution 

to the Greek restructuring are needed to 

save face.  

Stateside, the US government is slated 

to unveil the new Bank Secrecy Act at 

the end of this month.  Due to the 

changes this will impose on US banking 

regulations, sending money to and from 

Moneycorp Currency Update for January  
the USA can be difficult.

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President Obama took to Walt Disney 

World to announce a national strategy 

to boost travel and tourism to the U.S.  

Key components of the President's 

initiative by Executive Order include the 

creation of an interagency task force 

charged with developing a National 

Travel & Tourism Strategy, shortening 

visa wait times, expanding Global Entry, 

promoting national parks, and working 

to expand the visa waiver program.  

While this doesnôt obviously sound like 

it will benefit European markets that are 

already Visa Waiver countries -  Brazil is 

fast becoming a dominant market for 

Central Florida. Already an economic 

powerhouse in Miami, Brazilians are 

beginning to discover the joys of 

vacationing further north, and this order 

specifically mentions Brazil:  

 ñincrease nonimmigrant visa processing 

capacity in China and Brazil by 40 

percent over the coming year;ò 

ñensure that 80 percent of 

nonimmigrant visa applicants are 

interviewed within 3 weeks of receipt of 

application, recognizing that resource 

and security considerations and the 

need to ensure provision of consular 

services to U.S. citizens may dictate 

specific exceptions;ò  

The latest figures from Visit Florida 

reveal:  

¶ Florida is the No. 1 U.S. destination for 

Brazilians, with 48% of Brazilian 

tourists to the U.S. visiting the state.  

Å More than 1 million Brazilians visited 

the state in 2010, 49% higher than a 

year earlier.  

Å Spending by Brazilian visitors to 

Florida totalled $1.4 billion, up 78% 

from a year earlier, elevating Brazil to 

the top spot for spending from overseas 

countries in 2010, 55% more than No. 2  

Focus -  Homes  
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-  the U.K. The average spending per 

Brazilian traveler was $1,313 in 

2010.  

Progress Energy customers are to be 

refunded a total of $288 million 

following an agreement with the Public 

Services Commission.  Customers have 

been paying the extra charges as a 

result of a botched upgrade of the 

Crystal River nuclear plant in 2009.  

The utility undertook work on the 

upgrade itself despite an internal audit 

concluding that the company did not 

hold the relevant expertise!  Repairs to 

the plant are expected to cost $2.5 

billion.  The refund offer, spread over 4 

years, allows Progress Energy to avoid 

public hearings on the shut down.  

Despite the refund, prices are still 

expected to rise in 2013 by an average 

of $4.93 per month.  

Citizens Property Insurance Corp, 

which currently has 1.5 million 

policyholders, has announced 

changes in valuations for setting 

premiums.  It will now accept 

replacement - cost estimates from 

software such as 360Value, MSB and 

e2Value ð but also from a licensed 

appraiser if it is formulated 

specifically to establish the insurance

- reconstruction cost rather than the 

home's market value. Also 

acceptable: estimates prepared by 

licensed general contractors, 

architects or engineers that include a 

contract price for reconstruction and 

an itemized list of the home's 

features; or a property - inspection 

report dated within the past 12 

months, and ordered by another 

property - insurance company, that 

includes a detailed reconstruction -

cost estimate.

Verizon dropped a 

$2 fee, for a one -

time online or tele-

phone bill payment, 

just 24 hours after 

announcing it fol-

lowing a massive 

online protest by 

customers.  

Take up of the Bank 

of Americaôs pilot 

short sale program 

(unveiled in the au-

tumn) has fallen far 

below the 20,000 

target at about 

3,000 owners sign-

ing up to get a  

cash payout of be-

tween $5,000 and 

$20,000.  

Lake County com-

missioners have ap-

proved a 1,600 home 

development on the 

edge of the county 

between US 27 and 

the US 429 beltway 

that goes north past 

Disney World Resort.  

Avalon Groves is the 

largest development 

proposed in the last 

3 years.  
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Florida based Odyssey Marine 

Exploration Inc is to explore the wreck 

of the first HMS Victory which went 

down in the English Channel in 1744, 

possibly whilst carrying 100,000 gold 

coins, with the loss of 1000 lives.  

Admiral Nelson later took the name for 

his famous warship which defeated 

the French at the Battle of Trafalgar in 

1805.  

Hoping to reverse sliding sales the Olive 

Garden has revealed a new 3 course menu 

for just $12 -95.  The menu includes soup 

or salad, one of 5 new entrees, a small 

dessert and unlimited breadsticks.  Many 

older Olive Garden restaurants are 

receiving major makeovers to bring them 

up to the visual standards of the newer 

ones as the Darden Group recognises that 

its flagship has suffered from being 

overlooked for a while.   

The much vaunted Air France direct 

flight between Orlando and Paris is to 

cease on 3, September, 2012. The thrice 

weekly flights only began last June, but 

the ongoing economic situation plus Air 

Frances own plans to return to 

profitability appear to have forced the 

decision.  Fights between Miami and 

Paris during the summer months are to 

be retained.  

Florida Power and Light is to request an 

average $6.80 per month increase in rates 

next year to pay for an energy efficient 

plant.  However, savings from the plant are 

projected to offset the increase reducing 

the impact to around $3 per month for the 

average 1,000 kilowatt user.  

Orlando Utilities Commission plans to cut 

its fuel surcharge by up to 11 percent 

from March, 1, 2012,.  

Pepsico has announced that it is to 

return to using Florida oranges in its 

popular Tropicana Pure Premium 

orange juices.  Low levels of a 

fungicide have been found in orange 

shipments from Brazil by Pepsico and 

Coca Cola, which makes Minute Maid 

orange juice, and imports have been 

halted.  This is good news for the 

Florida orange industry which has lost 

nearly $3.63 billion and over 6,600 

jobs since 2006 to Citrus Greening.  

This disease is carried by invasive 

citrus psyllids and trees are infected 

when the psyllids feed by sucking 

fluid from the tree.  Researchers   are 

working on a three pronged approach 

to the problem, halting the action of 

the disease, preventing the psyllids 

from carrying or passing on the 

disease or making the trees immune 

to the disease.  The researchers 

receive $3 million directly from the 

industry to fund the work which it is 

hoped will win the battle within a few 

years.  In 2008 Florida accounted for 

70 percent of citrus production in 

America -  worth $1.5 billion.  

The Florida Legislature has convened 

two months early to redraw legislative 

and congressional maps and allow a 

multi layered review by Attorney 

General Pam Bondi, Gov. Rick Scott, the 

Florida Supreme Court and the federal 

courts before becoming official.  Aside 

from the maps and setting the budget 

with a $1.5 billion shortfall, the most 

watched debates this session are set to 

be those surrounding gambling.  There 

is a strong move to create 3 destination 

casino style resorts, but an equally 

strong resistance to encouraging 

gambling in the family friendly state.

Long before the theme parks arrived 

there was óThe Senatorô, a 3,400 year 

old cypress tree growing between 

Sanford and Longford in Seminole 

County long before any counties ever 

existed! Known by most Central 

Floridians as simply óThe Big Treeô 

billboards off US HWY 17 - 92 directed 

sight seers toward óBig Tree Roadô 

which is now General Hutchinson Hwy.  

There was universal shock then, when 

the tree was discovered on fire  and 

beyond rescue. Arson has been ruled 

out, but an investigation is ongoing into 

the cause of the fire which has left 

about 25 feet of the tree still standing.  

Proponents of wind and solar power are 

against plans to create a massive wind 

farm on 13,000 acres of former sugar 

fields between Lake Okeechobee and the 

Everglades, citing concerns over the 

number of migrating birds that would be 

killed each year by the 500 ft tall 

turbines.  The controversial óSugar Windô 

could generate 200 megatons of 

electricity, offsetting the 320,000 tons of 

carbon emissions produced by fossil 

fuelled power plants for the same amount 

of energy.  

The Villages, the gigantic community 

north -west of Orlando, has been named 

as the top - selling master - planned 

community in 2011.  Situated in Lake, 

Marion and Sumter counties, the 

community recorded 2,307 new homes 

last year.  Because the community is for 

óactive adultsô only (with 32 golf 

courses and 1,000 plus clubs/

activities), there is a minimal 

foreclosure problem in The Villages as 

most sales are ócashô.  Lakewood Ranch 

in Sarasota County also made the 

national top ten.

Miami based Carni-

val Cruises has re-

ported a significant 

drop in bookings fol-

lowing the Costa 

Concordia shipwreck 

in Italy.  

Manatee County is spending $900,000 

to synchronise traffic lights  around 

Bradenton, University Parkway, 

Palmetto and Anna Maria Island.  The 

money has come from the Florida 

Department of Transportation and the 

project may take another 12 -  18 

months to complete.  

December was the driest for 73 years 

in South West Florida, leading to near 

record low water levels in the 16 

county Southwest Florida Water 

Management District.  Most of Florida 

from Sarasota to Daytona Beach and 

northwards is now under moderate 

drought conditions.  

More than 2,600 hotel rooms are 

expected to be added to the Orlando 

area inventory this year.  With 

Convention trade down, room rates will 

be kept low due to oversupply -  villa 

owners will need to keep this in mind 

and really, really sell all the benefits of 

a wonderful, private villa over a 

cheaper hotel room.  

Tourism in Key West began in 

earnest on January, 22, 1912, when 

the first train bearing Henry Flagler, 

his family, residents and tourists 

made the inaugural journey from 

Miami to Key West on his newly 

finished railway. The 146 miles of 

track had taken nearly 4 years to 

construct.  Thousands of people 

travelled on the railway until the 

Great Depression reduced demand.  

The Labor Day hurricane of 1935 

blew away nearly 40 miles of track 

which were never rebuilt.  The 

centennial was marked with a Key 

West parade and exhibitions in 

museums across Florida.

Further to our article in the December/January issue please see below for more information about the changes 

to the US regulations regarding money transfers following analysis by Moneycorpôs attorney: 

What are the changes affecting funds transmission for US residents?  

Amendments have been made to existing legislation in the USA, the Banks Secrecy Act (BSA), 

requiring all companies transferring funds for US residents to become registered as a Money Service 

Business (MSB) in the USA.  These changes came into effect on 23 January. This means that only 

companies who are registered as an MSB can transfer funds for US residents. Many UK foreign 

exchange brokers do not have this license, Moneycorp are registered as an MSB already in the USA 

and will be complying with the new regulations as stated in the BSA . This means they can help 

clients who reside in the US for example, expatriates receiving pensions or sending money back to 

the UK.  

On the face of it, these changes do not make much difference to UK based homeowners at this time -  however, 

it is likely that in the future any company wiring money into the US will also have to be registered.  The 

registration process is apparently extremely vigorous and time consuming so it is also likely that some smaller 

currency companies may have to consider their options and possibly withdraw from this market.  

Wiring Money From Florida  

The three principal types of termites in Florida are subterranean (nest in the soil), dampwood (infest damp 

wood), and drywood termites (infest dry wood). Subterranean termites are the most destructive and frequently 

encountered kind of termite found throughout the state.  As part of the usual pest control routine in your house 

you should have regular annual inspections.  The best treatment is prevention in the first instance when the 

property is built, but if an infestation is found there is remedial action that can be taken.  Generally speaking, if 

the house has been inspected annually from completion, the pest control company will be responsible for any 

treatment if it is required.  Pest Control in Florida is an industry regulated by The Bureau of Entomology and Pest 

Control.  Companies must be licensed, operatives must be trained (with continuing education requirements) and 

there are Fl statutes governing aspects from advertising to vehicle signage, to ID and paperwork.  There are 4 

main strands of Pest control: General Household and Rodent Control; Lawn and Ornamental Pest Control; 

Termite and Other Wood -Destroying Organisms Control; and Fumigation. A person can be certified in just one or 

all four categories.   

Since 2003 there has been specific language governing contracts for Termite and Wood Destroying Organisms 

and how it may be displayed by state law.  Contracts may refer to óRepair and Retreatmentô or óRepairô only.  The 

words Guarantee or Warranty may not be used in conjunction with the words ôFullô or ôUnlimitedô, if there are any 

limitations or exclusions included as terms in the contract.    For example, a repair contract with any level of 

monetary cap is considered a ólimited guaranteeô.  It is unlikely that there are many companies offering Full or 

unlimited guaranteeôs as a result of this 2003 ruling.  The contracts we found on research were usually limited to 

completing a free retreatment and repair of new structural damage caused by new or continued infestation.  We 

did find a national company or two offering a $1 million guarantee -  but remember, that is for repair and re -

treatment only -  and if the company is even vaguely doing its job, it is highly unlikely that any infestation is 

going to cause $1 million worth of damge before it is spotted by the trained and certified operatives.  The costs 

of relocation if you had to leave the house, or in our case, loss of use, are not included so the probability of the 

company ever having to stump up the full amount is very, very small.

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60th Anniversary of 12 Hours of Sebring  
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Next month (March 14 -  17) sees the 60th Anniversary of the 12 Hours of Sebring 

race at the Sebring International Raceway.  Sebring is world famous for the annual 12 

Hours of Sebring endurance race, part of the prestigious American Le Mans Series. 

Every year on the third Saturday of March, the raceway hosts thousands of race fans 

from around the world to witness the historic 12 hour classic. Sebring sprawls along 

U.S. 27 with many appropriately themed shops and restaurants along the main drag. 

One of our subscribers has been to Sebring to watch her son race in the Skip Barber 

Championships and we asked Iris for her recollections of Sebring:  

ñThe thing I remember most was how difficult it was to secure accommodation around 

'Race Week'. There are two main hotels -  the Chateau Elan which is actually at the 

track and the Inn on the Lakes, both of which are usually booked solid at that time 

and if there is availability, the rates are exorbitant.ò 

ñWe have stayed at both when Isaac was there for test days. The Inn on the Lakes is 

lovely and the food is great, something which I couldn't say for the Chateau Elan.ò 

ñHaving no luck at the hotels for race week, we looked for villas. That is fairly difficult 

as the area is renowned for its fishing and guests seem to book for at least a month at 

a time. Getting a villa for a week was almost impossible. We also ran into difficulties 

as some of the resorts are for retired people and we had villa owners asking what age 

we were! Sebring seems to attract many retired people and we even noticed how old 

some of the staff in Walmart were ( not trying to be ageist here ! ).ò 

ñWe did eventually manage to get villas on two occasions. I have to say that the 

standard of accommodation is far below what we would find in the Disney area. 

Furnishings were very basic and wireless internet almost unheard of. The rates on the 

other hand were higher than I'd have liked to pay but then it was Race Weeké Both 

villa owners were very genuine and helpful and we enjoyed our stay very much.ò 

ñOur son was taking part in the Skip Barber Championship at that time and we used to 

get up very early to get to the track. The schedule usually began at 7 am with 

registration and continued through practice, qualifying and race sessions until early 

evening. It was exciting and often nail -biting stuff. In between sessions, we would 

take our golf buggy and travel round the paddock watching the multitude of teams 

with their large trucks, race cars and motorhomes. It was a very colourful spectacle.ò 

The first 12 hour race was held on March 15, 1952 with the course made up of 

runways of the airport and roads within the old Hendricks Field complex. stacks of Hay 

bales and oil drums lined parts of the track while volunteers illuminated sections with 

the headlights of their own cars.  Instructions were given for any wild animals to be 

shot if they wandered onto the course, despite all this, nine cars retired in the first 

three house because the circuit was so very fast and tough.  

The winner was the Frazer Nash Le Mans driven by Larry Kulok and Harry Grey with a 

six - lap victory. Finishing second was the Jaguar XK120 of Charles Schott and Morris 

Carroll. Robert Fergus and Dick Irish finished third in a Siata. One of the big surprises 

of the race was the little 745cc Deutsch -Bonnet from France that came in 7th place, 

winning the index of performance.

In other news, Dollar has withdrawn the minivan 8 seater, usually a Ford E -150, from the fleet, but has heavily 

invested in Ford Mustangs as the fleet convertible car.  In fact, Alamo and Budget are also now using Mustangs 

again, the ubiquitous Sebring is nearly obsolete.  Dollar is also allowing customers to choose their own cars 

(Choice) at locations with a barrier such as Orlando International.
